With a new chef on 
board, the hospitality offerings of the center had also e xpanded requiring a careful look at food ser-
vice options and building !  nishes.  By blending our expertise in hospitality design with our kn owledge 
of educational space needs, a !  na l design was developed to offer gracious and functional support 
of the organization’s activities.

Architectural !  nishes were selected to blend with existing elements while offering an updated pal-
ette at entrances and breakout areas.  The center’s state-of-the-art technical equipment is tem -
pered by the use of traditional furnishings, cabinetry and wall treatments to appeal to a wide variety 
of clientele.  Meal service is enhaned by luscious textiles and comfortable seating.  Special attention 
was paid to acoustical treatment of the larger halls resulting in custom designed sound  ab atement 
panels with strong decorative patterns.  These worked so well that they were applied to the original 
space as well.  The resulting effect was one of connectivity - that of old spaces to new and the con-
nections strengthened between professionals serving our regions educations needs.
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
